BANGLADESH

U.S. Embassy Dhaka – Hartal Policy (19 Feb 15 – Indefinite)


1. Travel is restricted to the Diplomatic Enclave (Gulshan, North Banani and Baridhara – map below).

1. With the exception of the Baridhara neighborhood, between the hours of 6:00 p.m. and 6:00 a.m., pedestrian, rickshaw, bicycle and other exposed means of movement are prohibited on roads and sidewalks, including in the Diplomatic Enclave. All personnel must travel by automobile, with the windows rolled-up, to decrease the potential of injury from explosive or incendiary devices.

1. Even within the diplomatic enclave, and in particular in the vicinity of Gulshan-2 Circle, unpredictable violence, such as the use of homemade explosive or incendiary devices, can occur. Remain alert, exercise caution, minimize movement and limit exposure during hartals.

1. CDC employees (including EFMs/MOHs employed by CDC) are allowed to travel to the icddr,b using U.S. Government armored vehicles only.

1. Travel to/from and within the Dhaka Cantonment (when also authorized by the Bangladesh military) is permitted only through the Kakoli Gate (see map) and only in U.S. Government armored vehicles.

1. EFMs/MOHs who normally work outside the diplomatic enclave may not work outside the diplomatic enclave during hartals.

1. EFM children who attend International School Dhaka or Singapore Academy may travel to their school using U.S. Government armored vehicles only. EFM children who attend other schools outside of the diplomatic enclave may not leave the diplomatic enclave.
      Within the diplomatic enclave, Road 79 east of Gulshan Avenue and Road 86 in the vicinity  
      of the Gulshan BNP office should be avoided. Political rallies in these locations can draw 
      large crowds making the roads impassable.
