______Letter of Introduction 

· Tell us who you are and how you think you qualify for the position 

you’re applying for.

· Include you military supervisors contact information i.e.,  name, phone, email, fax.

______ AF FORM 1288, Application for Ready Reserve Assignment 

*  Initial and sign items: 21 – 23 of the 1288

* CAT A, Unit Reservists must have your Wing Commander endorse release on section 1 of the 1288, and then through an Air Force Recruiter

* Guardsmen or CAT E (points only) must have an Air Force Recruiter prepare the AF Form 1288

*   CAT B, IMAs must have your Program Manager approve release on Section 1.

*  Active duty members separating must have an In-Service Recruiter prepare the AF Form 1288.  See your Separations Clerk for assistance.  Your MPF Separations Unit will have this information.

*  IRR, must be processed through an Air Force Recruiter

______ Resume
· Include contact information i.e., e-mail, address, telephone, fax, and any other pertinent information - when you will be moving, where, and so on.

· Provide the date of your last Physical Evaluation.  Physicals must be current within 5 years.

· Provide your Security Clearance information i.e., level, date awarded.

· Include ALL military AFSC’s, and draft your resume to include both 

Military and Civilian experience pertinent to the position(s) you’re applying for.

______ Copies of the last 5 OPR/EPR’s

· Enlisted members whom do not have an Evaluation report must provide a letter of recommendation from their Unit.

______ Height/Weight Check

· Must provide written documentation showing you are within Air Force Standards.  Your Unit, or Health and Wellness Center can provide this for you.
