21st East- West Center New Generation Seminar Program: 

The Future of Jobs: Innovation and Industrial Policy for Economic Growth
2011East-West Center New Generation Seminar

Participants at HQ U.S. Pacific Command
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On October 4, ten civic leaders from the Asia Pacific received a USPACOM Mission Brief and participated in a roundtable discussion on PACOM’s regional security mission with the Division Chief for Southeast Asia - Policy Division of the Strategic Planning and Policy Directorate (J52).  PACOM staff officers engaged the group in dialogue to help them better understand and appreciate U.S. security strategy in the AOR.  These young leaders from China, India, Indonesia, Korea, Malaysia, Singapore, Taiwan and the U.S. were greeted by Major General Pawling, Mobilization Assistant to the Commander, who provided welcome remarks.  In keeping with the program’s theme of “Innovation and Industrial Policy for Economic Growth”, the group met with PACOM’s Economic Advisor to better understand how economic security impacts dynamics in the Asia Pacific region.  His views on China’s innovation progress from a security perspective offered a unique vision not covered anywhere else in the travel program.
Comments from East-West Center (EWC) staff and program participants underscored their appreciation for the J52 Division Chief’s deep experience in both Northeast and Southeast Asia.    EWC noted that the participants talked a great deal throughout the rest of the program about China's rise and the implications for the United States.  All reported that the information shared by the PACOM Economic Advisor added a useful perspective to these discussions.
Each year, the East-West Center identifies participants from the younger, rising generation of leaders from the United States and Asia Pacific for this two-week intensive educational and dialogue program developed around a thematic focus.  The purpose is to help create a better-informed generation of leaders who have a greater understanding of regional issues and challenges.  
This program provided Asia Pacific and U.S. leaders and policymakers an opportunity to explore

innovation for economic growth and the role of policy in facilitating this process through study tour travel to Lowell, Massachusetts, the birthplace of the industrial revolution and a city that has

successfully reinvented itself to adapt to the global economy; Boston, home of many of America’s top universities which are leading the way as catalysts of industrial upgrading through innovation; and to Washington, DC to examine the U.S. strategy for and the role of policymakers in maintaining U.S. competitiveness in innovation, upgrading American industry and creating new jobs.
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
