	Q:	How do I know if I am a category I or V (civilian/contractor)?
	A:	Civilians should have been assigned categories upon check in, may be listed in position description/Statement of Work.  Your chain of command with human resources/head quarter’s can answer that question for you.  Beneficiary vaccinations will be made available after 01 October including the locations/times at PX’s for Navy, Marine Corps, and Army.  Flu vaccinations will also occur at K-bay, Ship Yard, and Makalapa.
	Category I:
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Critical Operation Personnel supporting USPACOM within the Collective Protection System (CPS) directly supporting the National Military Strategy shall be designated as Category 1 (Critical Operations) personnel. 	
· Essential Operations Personnel providing essential services in support of USPACOM, to include facilities management, public works / engineering, or other support services, are to be designated as Category 1 (Essential Operations) personnel. 	
· Continuity of Government Personnel directly supporting the continuity of the U.S. Government or Continuity of designated DoD Components by Presidential or DoD designation, are to be designated as Category 1 (Continuity of Government) personnel. 
· Fleet Operations Personnel directly supporting the Fleet Response Plan (FRP), active / current Homeland Defense (HD) missions, and active / current Geographic or Theater Combatant Commander tasking are to be designated as Category 1 (Fleet Operations) personnel. 	

Category V:
· First Responders, including: Fire & Emergency Services, HAZMAT Response Teams, Naval Security Forces, EMS, EOD Teams, Emergency Response Teams (ERTs), OHS Spill Response, and Fire Brigades. 
· Emergency Responders, including Emergency Management, ROC/EOC Staff, Dispatch Staff, Medical Treatment Facility/Healthcare Providers, Public Health Emergency Officers, Mass Care, Mortuary Affairs, & designated Safety personnel, IH personnel, public works, public affairs, and supply/logistics personnel.
