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DISCIPLINE GRANT PROPOSALS


The Strategy III (SIII) Programs Committee has $250K to address the discipline issue cited in the last (FY02) annual PACOM survey finding:  “Respond to respect, safe environments and discipline concerns.”  


Critical Elements:

· All proposals must address at least one of the discipline issues (respect, safe environments and/or discipline) identified in the survey.

· Grants up to $50K will be available to each of the five complex areas with military impacted schools.  

· Note:  proposals may be submitted that exceed the $50K.  Monies that are not used by one Complex Area will be redistributed or used to supplement other proposals.  

· Funds cannot be used for personnel, consultants or travel.  Ultimately, funds may be used to purchase program, materials and/or supplies.

· Priorities will be based on the number of military children in the targeted schools and for those programs that focuses on 6th to 8th grade students.  

· Other considerations include the intensity/severity of the problem.

· Proposals may affect one school, complex area, grade level, etc.  

· Proposals must include the following:

· State of problem and background with supporting data.

· Solution and desired outcome.

· Proposals may address a short term or long term solution.

· Budget/Cost.

· Plan of action and milestones (timeline).

· Measurable outcomes and evaluation plan.

· Proposals may be implemented during the next school year.

· Schools will submit proposals to the Complex Area Superintendent.  Complex Superintendents will forward proposals to Captain Sharon Giletti at PACOM.

· Proposal deadline date is 2 April 2004.  

· SIII Discipline Sub-Committee will rate and rank proposals on 5 April 2004 and make formal recommendations to the SIII Committee on 8 April 2004.  

· The Executive Committee (Colonel Patrick and Ms. Hamamoto) makes the final decision.
