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USS Frank Cable Sailors provide typhoon relief 

PITI, Guam (Dec. 23, 2002) -- Sailors aboard USS Frank Cable (AS 40) are taking the meaning of community service to a whole new level by enhancing the quality of life for residents in its sister village of Piti.  Immediately after Supertyphoon Pongsona ripped through Guam on Dec. 8, Sailors devoted time and energy to assist with debris pick-up, roadway clearing and repairs to recreational equipment at the village park.  “Many folks view community service as going above and beyond the call of duty, but for Frank Cable Sailors, we see it as an integral part of our duty,” said Frank Cable production officer, Lt. Cmdr. Nito Blas.  

During the weeklong project, approximately 20 Sailors helped groups of physically disabled senior citizens clean around their homes, clear debris, and make minor repairs to their furniture and appliances.  “We are so grateful and thankful for all that the Frank Cable has been able to do for us,” said Piti Mayor Isabel Haggard.  Piti village sustained extensive damage to its social hall, community center and park.  In addition, Haggard says the low-lying village had flooding problems in the aftermath of the typhoon.   

 “I'm sure there is a heart warming reward in each of those Sailors that are helping to clear debris, and make the parks and public areas accessible so that the children are able to use the playground areas again,” she added.
