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U.S. forces participate in Cobra Gold 2003

CAMP H.M. SMITH, Hawaii -- Approximately 5,200 U.S. military will participate in Cobra Gold 2003, an annual joint/combined, multilateral exercise involving U.S, Thai and Singaporean armed forces in Thailand that begins May 15 and concludes May 29 during one of the largest exercises involving U.S. forces in U.S. Pacific Command. 

U.S. Army, Navy, Marine Corps and Air Force personnel will train with 7,000 of their Royal Thai and Singaporean military counterparts, to improve U.S, Thai and Singapore combat readiness and combined-joint interoperability, enhance security relationships and demonstrate U.S. resolve in the region. Military units from the United States participating in the exercise will come primarily from installations in the continental United States, Hawaii, Guam and Japan.

This year's exercise will focus on peace enforcement, humanitarian assistance and disaster relief operations. Military personnel from the United States and Thailand will conduct multiple medical, dental, veterinary and construction projects throughout the exercise to improve the quality of life of local residents.

Cobra Gold '03, a regularly, scheduled training exercise, is the latest in the continuing series of U.S.-Thai military exercises designed to ensure regional peace and strengthen the ability of the Royal Thai armed forces to defend Thailand or respond to regional contingencies.
