U.S. GOVERNMENT AND AMERICAN NGOs DONATE $6.3-M

IN HUMANITARIAN ASSISTANCE TO ARMM FOR JOLO HOSPITAL

U.S. Ambassador Francis J. Ricciardone turned over today to the Autonomous Region of Muslim Mindanao, through the Government of the Republic of the Philippines, a donation of  hospital equipment and supplies worth $6.3 million for use in the community hospital in Jolo in Mindanao.  The consignment included $5.3 million worth 

of medical equipment donated by the U.S. Government and $1 million worth of medical supplies donated by American non-governmental organizations, Knightsbridge and Remedy.


Philippines government officials, led by President Gloria Macapagal-Arroyo, and  ARMM Governor Parouk Hussin officiated at the hand-over ceremony held at Villamor Air Base.   The Armed Forces of the Philippines, represented by Secretary of National Defense Angelo Reyes, will facilitate transportation and installation of the consignment 

in cooperation with Governor Hussin’s ARMM.


The donation was made possible through the U.S. Department of Defense (DOD) Humanitarian Assistance Program (HAP), which provides excess DOD equipment to 

local government and non-governmental agencies.  The equipment consists of a 

medical clinic, including beds, linen, operating room equipment, emergency room equipment, dental chairs, field dental units, lighting, mammogram equipment, a medical laundry facility, and office equipment.

The Jolo Hospital also received consumable medical supplies worth 

approximately $1million from Knightsbridge and Remedy, two non-governmental organizations in the U.S.  The medical supplies include bandages, tapes, needles, IV tubing, and surgical supplies.

Today’s consignment is the result of cooperation among the U.S. Embassy, Governor Hussin, and national authorities during last year’s Balikatan 02-1.       
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
