U.S. Military Support and Security Programs for Sustained Armed Forces of The Philippines’ Counter-Terrorism Capability

     US military forces continue their commitment to train and advise the Government of the Philippines, at their request. There are a number of on-going activities under the framework of RP-US military security cooperation. Elements include assistance with comprehensive defense reform, security assistance modules for counter terrorism training, helicopter night operations training, intelligence fusion; exercises; military and security officials’ visits; subject matter expert exchanges; international military education and training programs; advice and support for logistics, engineering, equipment, maintenance and civil military operations.

Calendar:  Counter-Terrorism Training Modules (Jul – Dec 04)

May – Jul  Train existing instructor pilots and co-pilots in night vision goggle aviation for UH-1H helicopters. Program includes formation flying, medical evacuation missions and lifesaving. Approximately 30 flight personnel, both from the U.S. Armed Forces and AFP, make up the program.  

Jul – Dec   Train and equip two Light Infantry Battalions and conduct non-commissioned officer leadership training. Approximately 1,000 soldiers, both from U.S. Armed Forces and the AFP, will be involved.

Aug – Dec plus  Train instructors for Light Reaction Companies “School House” to sustain enhanced capabilities.  Approximately 65 soldiers, both from U.S. Armed Forces and the AFB, will participate.

Oct – Dec plus  Train, equip and develop instructor cadre for twelve Philippine Naval Special Warfare teams. Approximately 150 special operations soldiers, both from U.S. Armed Forces and AFP, will be involved.

Oct – Dec plus  Source/supply equipment and initial training for Philippine Intelligence Modernization. 

Dec plus  Train headquarters personnel for Light Reaction Battalion Staff management of Light Reaction Companies. Approximately 120 soldiers, both from U.S. Armed Forces and AFP, will participate per training cycle.
