Environmental and Morale Leave

General Information:

Environmental and Morale Leave (EML) programs may be authorized in overseas locations where adverse environmental conditions exist that would offset the full benefits of annual leave programs. The purpose of such programs is to make use of DoD-owned or -controlled aircraft to further annual leave objectives. There are two types of EML, Unfunded EML (UEML) and Funded

EML (FEML).

· UEML is a benefit which utilizes military airlift to provide relief by allowing those eligible to travel on DoD owned and operated aircraft at a higher Space-Available priority while traveling on EML orders

· FEML is a benefit which utilizes commercial transportation to provide relief for personnel assigned to EML locations that do not have scheduled military airlift
