Overseas Housing Allowance

General Information:

OHA is a monthly allowance paid to service members assigned to an OCONUS permanent duty station (except Hawaii and Alaska) authorized to live in private housing. OHA defrays the member's housing costs and includes the following three components:

· Rent

· Utility/recurring maintenance expenses

· Move-in housing allowance (MIHA)

The amount of OHA payable is based on the difference between the member’s BAH-II or FSH, the member's reported rental amount, up to the locality OHA rental ceiling, plus the appropriate utility amount based on the member’s status.
