NEW HEADQUARTERS DEDICATION CEREMONY

CAMP SMITH, Honolulu, HI, Friday, April 2, 2004 -- Commander, U.S. Pacific Command, Admiral Thomas Fargo is pleased to announce the transfer of his command headquarters to the new Nimitz-MacArthur Pacific Command Center (NMPCC), during a dedication ceremony scheduled for Wednesday, April 14, 2004.

“In the new Nimitz-MacArthur Pacific Command Center, my staff and I will have the cutting-edge information technology to lead the Pacific Command in an even surer, safer and more effective way. Replacing a 50-year old inadequate structure, the new building will also provide a great working environment for the soldiers, sailors, airmen and Marines who are the heart and soul of the staff," said Fargo. 

Admiral Thomas Fargo is the senior commander for all American air, ground and maritime military forces in the Asia-Pacific region. U.S. Pacific Command is the largest geographical command in the Department of Defense. It encompasses 43 countries that border two oceans; an area that covers over 100 million square miles from the West Coast of the United States to the East Coast of Africa.

The new headquarters is a six-story, 274,500 square-foot building with a Hawaiian/Pacific Rim architectural style reminiscent of the 1920's.  The structure was built to meet 21st Century Information Technology and Security requirements.

The dedication ceremony will take place at Camp Smith, Halawa Heights, at 5:00 PM on Wednesday, April 14.  The ceremony is not open to the public.  However, news media may cover the event.
